AGREEMENT 

KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS:

This Agreement is entered into by and between (Company Name), hereinafter called the COMPANY, with address at (address), and (Artist), residing at (address),, hereinafter called ARTIST, who now mutually agree on the following provisions and conditions set forth in this Contract:

1. The COMPANY agrees, subject to the terms and conditions hereof, to engage the services of the ARTIST for the (Project Name).

2. The duration of the consultancy shall commence on (date) and shall last until submission of approved (product) on or before (date). However, ARTIST agrees to oversee and be responsible for the final production output of (product) which is scheduled to be delivered by (date). 

3. During the effectivity of this Agreement and for ninety (90) days after termination hereof, ARTIST shall not directly or indirectly act as consultant or ARTIST for any product or products that are directly or indirectly competitive with the PRODUCT, without the COMPANY's prior consent thereto in writing.

4. The ARTIST’s total compensation shall be PhP00,000.00.

a. 50% to be paid upon signing of the agreement

b. 50% to be paid upon final approval on text for printing. Payment that exceeds thirty (30) days merits an additional ten percent (10%) of the total project cost.
c. A project that is discontinued after the submission of the first draft merits an additional ten percent (10%) of the total project cost. The balance of the project cost and the additional 10% are payable immediately after termination but no later than 4 months from the date of this agreement.
d. The client is entitled to two revisions on the design. This entitlement expires four months from the date of the agreement, at which time the full payment for the project is required.
5. The ARTIST agrees to work within the set deadlines and timetable for the final production.  
6. The COMPANY agrees to give # (number) complimentary copies to the ARTIST. 

7. COMPANY shall have: 
a.
Exclusive ownership of the work, namely, the PRODUCT, including, but not limited to, (list relevant information pertaining to) the PRODUCT; and

b.
The exclusive copyright over the PRODUCT and all other tangible work created by ARTIST pursuant to this Agreement.

8. The ARTIST shall keep confidential all information relating to the COMPANY’S business, this Agreement and the PRODUCT, whether from its knowledge or from any third party, as well as to services rendered by ARTIST for and in behalf of the COMPANY, and no disclosure/and/or reproduction of the same shall be made to outside parties, without the prior written approval of the Company.  
9. In case of the ARTIST’s non-compliance with agreed submissions within stipulated timelines, and for any other just and valid cause, the COMPANY has the absolute right to cancel and/or terminate this Agreement immediately upon notice to the ARTIST notwithstanding the aforementioned terms. 
10. Termination or expiration of this Agreement will not abrogate, impair, release or extinguish any debt, obligation or liability of either party incurred or arising prior to the date of termination and all undertakings, obligations, releases or indemnities which by their terms or by reasonable implication are to survive, or are to be performed in whole or in part after the termination or expiration of this Agreement, will survive such termination or expiration.
11. The ARTIST shall comply with all applicable laws, ordinances and regulations in the execution of services for the COMPANY under this Agreement. The ARTIST shall hold the COMPANY free and harmless from any damage or loss that may arise from the ARTIST’s negligence or fault in this regard. The ARTIST assumes all liability for such damage or loss and to indemnify the COMPANY for all expenses the latter may incur resulting therefrom. 

12. Neither party shall be liable for failure to perform its obligations herein due solely to force majeure, such as natural calamities, strikes, public disorders and government injunction or any other cause or restrictions preventing normal operations which are beyond its control, provided that it exerts reasonable efforts to minimize any damage or delay due to force majeure.
13. No reasonable delay of either party in exercising any right, power or remedy shall be construed as a waiver thereof or an acquiescence to any default or violation nor shall the action/inaction of either party in respect of any default or violation affect its rights, powers or remedies pertaining to another or subsequent default/violation.

14. This Agreement shall be construed in relation to and governed by the laws of the Philippines.  In the event of litigation under this Agreement, the parties hereto agree to submit to the jurisdiction of the competent courts of the Philippines, to the exclusion of all other courts of equal and competent jurisdiction.

15. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the Parties and supersedes all previous negotiations, promises, representations, undertakings and agreements heretofore made between the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof. Except as may subsequently be agreed upon by the parties, this Agreement and all the rights and obligations hereunder shall not be assigned by either of the parties to any party.

16. Should any condition, term or covenant of this Agreement be held by final judgment to be void, invalid or unenforceable under any applicable laws, the other terms conditions and covenants not affected thereby shall remain in force and effect.
